






She began her graphic 
design career as a record 
cover art director at 
both Atlantic and CBS 
Records in the 1970s. 
It was at CBS Records 
where you honed her 
skills as a designer. The 
design process has not 

changed much at all she 
states in her book, Make it 

Bigger. The drive that pushes 
designers is still the same 
today, it is the need to create, 
make, produce things, pieces, 
art for people to view, see and 
appreciate. These factors 

make people want to go see 
a certain show, pick up a 

certain book, pick up a 
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particular 
record. 

There is 
always a process 

for design, a process for 
thinking and  a process for 
getting your idea out there 
and these elements revolve 
around collaboration. Paula 
has developed identity 
and branding systems, 
promotional materials, 
environmental graphics, 
packaging and publication 
designs for a wide range 
of clients. Paula Scher is 
known for creating images 
that speak to people with 
emotional impact and 
appeal. Throughout the 
three decades of her career, a 
sizable amount of her work, 
installations, and design have 
come to visually identify 

unmistakable 
rhythm of 
New York City, 
particularly of The 

Public Theatre. Her work 
has been shown all over the 
world and is represented in 
the permanent collections 
of the Museum of Modern 
Art and the Cooper-Hewitt 
National Design Museum 
in New York, the Library of 

Congress 
in 

Washington, 
D.C., 

the Denver 
Art Museum, 

the Museum für 
Gestaltung Zürich, and 

the BibliothŁque nationale 
de France and the Centre 

Georges Pompidou in Paris. 
Her work has had a profound 
effect shaping America�s visual 
culture. Her ground-breaking 
album covers in the 70s 
designed for Atlantic and CBS 
Records helped visualize the 
counter culture. Decades later, 
she can still translate that same
